D Shrubbery, plantings, signs and/or other visual barriers that could obstruct the sight distance of a driver preparing to enter the roadway are
prohibited within the defined departure sight triangle area established on this plan. If the established departure sight triangle area
is outside the right-of-way or projects onto an adjacent property owner's land, a sight easement should be established and recorded with
all affected property owners to maintain the required sight distance.

The following notes on the Minor Subdivision Plans IF they apply to your project:

D If the residual lands of the applicant are ever developed into a major subdivision, then the access to the parcels created by this minor subdivision plan
may be required to be from an internal subdivision street.

D Lot X, Lot X and Lot X shall have access to _CRXXX via the 50-foot wide ingress/egresseasement.
