Functions unique to Permit Service Users are noted in applicable sections.

1.0 Overview of the Delaware Department of Transportation (DelDOT) Oversize
Overweight (OSOW) Permit System (OOPS).

1.1 The DeIDOT OSOW Permit System is a web based application designed to allow customers to
electronically create, purchase and print hauling permits. The system was designed to be ‘User’
friendly by requiring minimal input to process hauling permits.

1.2 Upon creation of an online account the customer will be provided with a Customer Code and a
Fund Account number. To create an online account See Section 2.0 How to create an
online OSOW Permit System account.

1.2.1 A Customer Code can be identified as a 5 digit Alpha, Numeric or Alpha Numeric
Code such as 00031, OOXUZ, or 0002K. The Customer Code identifies the
Customer Name and associated company information such as address, telephone /
fax numbers, USDOT/FEIN, Contact Name, etc

1.2.2 A Fund Account number can be identified as a 2 - 6 digit Numeric number such as
10, 123, 1025, 12262. The account number is used to process financial transactions
associated with the account such as fund deposits and permit purchases.

1.2.3 A ‘User’ security feature is incorporated into the system. Upon establishment of an
account an Administrator will be created depending on type of company; Private
Company or Permit Service. Private Companies will have a Company Admin and
Permit Services will have a Service Admin. Only administrators have access to the
fund account details, create reports and the ability to create and modify additional
‘Users’. Roles and functions of the administrator are discussed later in this guide. To
change Administrators submit HP Form 3.

1.3 The system features the ability to use Credit Cards (VISA, MASTER CARD, DISCOVER
CARD, AMERICAN EXPRESS) and Electronic Checks (ACH - Automated Clearing House
network) to purchase permits or deposit funds into the Fund Account.

1.4 The material contained herein is provided as a guide to assist the ‘User’ in understanding how
the online OSOW Permit System functions and information required to be entered in the
applicable permit application data fields.

1.5 The following items will assist the ‘User’ when using the system:

1.5.1 The DelDOT OSOW Hauling Permit Policy and Procedures Manual will be needed
when processing hauling permits and is located under the INFORMATION group of links
on the web site. This manual provides restated Delaware law and DelDOT
administrative regulation regarding the issuance of hauling permits and movement of
OSOW loads on Delaware highways. Of importance is PART 4 — Common Safety
Standards. (NOTE: Delaware does not issue Provision Sheets. Specific requirements
of move will display in the Special Provisions portion of the permit) This administrative
regulation provides requirements for such items as, but not limited to, Days and Hours of
Operation, Escort Requirements and Warning Flags and Lights used in marking load.



1.5.2 The hauler is responsible to provide proposed routing of OSOW movements. To assist,
the DelDOT web site http://www.deldot.gov and the OSOW Permit System web site
https://deldot.gov/osow/application provides route restrictions both permanent and
temporary for use when entering a desired route on the permit application. DelDOT
General Highway Maps for each county may be used in routing. Maps can be obtained
using the Order Maps link on the OSOW Permit System web site. Additionally,
electronic mapping such as Google Maps http://maps.google.com and Bing Maps
http://www.bing.com/maps can be used to determine a connecting route string.

1.5.3 The ‘User’ may require assistance from the Hauling Permit Section or other DelDOT
agencies involved with the permit review process such as Bridge Management
Engineers, Safety Traffic Engineers, DelDOT approved contractors, etc. Contact email
and telephone numbers are listed under the Contact Us link on the OSOW Permit
System web site.

1.5.4 A Hauling Permit (HP) Forms links is provided under the INFORMATION group of links
for forms required to support the permit application and administration of the account.

2.0 How to create an online OSOW Permit System account.

A customer desiring to process OSOW Hauling Permits using the DelDOT web based Internet system
must create an ‘Online Account’ Before you begin the account creation procedure we need to know if
your company has ever obtained a state of Delaware OSOW Hauling Permit. If so, you will need to know
your 5 digit Customer Code. The Customer Code can be obtained from an old permit as shown below:

2.1 DelDOT uses a ‘Self Service Registration’ process
2.1.1 Go to the OSOW Permit System web site https://www.osow.deldot.gov login screen.

2.1.2 Under the OOPS User Login box there a several Quick Links. See Quick Links 1 Don't have
an online account? and ‘click’ on Register now'

2.1.3 When screen displays follow instructions and submit.

2.1.4 Upon creation of the account the OSOW Permit System will generate an Activation
email to the email address you provided during the registration process. Once you have
activated your account you can login using the Username and Password you entered on
the registration screens.

2.2 If you are a Local, State, or Federal Government entity; please submit a HP Form 1 to the
Hauling Permit Office, via email, at Haulpermit@Delaware.gov. HP Form 1 can be located in the
Forms link on the left side on the main screen.

3.0 Getting Started.

3.1 Using the Internet enter the Uniform Resource Locator (URL) address www.deldot.gov. Once
you have accessed the DelDOT website, you will ‘click’ on OVERSIZE/OVERWEIGHT
PERMITS to display the LOGIN screen. Before using the application it is requested that you
confirm you have downloaded AND installed the Adobe Acrobat Reader (www.adobe.com for
free download and install instructions). The Acrobat Reader is required to convert data to
display the various reports and create permit form.

3.2 As the ‘User’ navigates around the system various screens will display function buttons and
other links to guide them through the permit process.

3.3 ltis requested that you only use the browser Back and Forward buttons when the system
directs you to do so. To properly exit the system use the LOGOUT function button. Do not exit
the system using the Browser File Exit function or by using the X. Doing so will not interact with

the system data base and will lock the last screen being viewed which in most cases will delay
permit from being transmitted for processing.

4.0 The LOGIN screen.

4.1 The login screen will display as:

4.2 The photo in the Masthead of the screen will periodically change showing scenes around the
state of Delaware.
4.3 INFORMATION group links, displayed on the left side of the screen, will display for ALL ‘Users’.

4.4 A Banner Message (above the ‘User’ Login box) may periodically appear alerting ‘Users’ of
important events that affect the permitting process or system functionality.

4.5 OOPS User Login box will used by the ‘User’ to enter their Username and Password to gain
access to the permitting system.

4.6 Under the login box and to the left will be 1 or more Quick Links to specific functions or
information pertaining to the permitting process.

4.7 In the lower right hand portion of the screen is a link the Adobe Acrobat Reader download that

is required in order to use the system. Also listed is Current System Date/Time as well as the
Permit Office hours of operation.

5.0 Login procedure.

5.1 To access the State of Delaware Oversize / Overweight Permit System web site enter the
following Internet Service Provider (ISP) browser address to display the LOGIN screen:
http://www.deldot.gov.Once you have accessed the DelDOT website, you will ‘click’ on
OVERSIZE/OVERWEIGHT PERMITS to display the LOGIN screen.

5.2 In the OOPS User Login box enter the Username and Password you created during the
registration process.

6.1.1 Online Help — Questions and answers regarding selected subject related to the permit
system.

6.1.2 FAQ - Frequently asked question and answers.

6.1.3 User Guide - The User Guide for Online Customers provides step by step instructions
when using the DeIDOT OSOW Permit System.

6.1.4 Permit Service — A list of third party companies registered with DelDOT to obtain a
Delaware OSOW hauling permits for an individual customer not wanting to create their
own account.

6.1.5 DelDOT Policy Manual - The policy and procedures manual that provides restated
Delaware and Administrative Code for issuance of OSOW hauling permits.

6.1.6 News - A listing of items of interest regarding the permit system or events affecting
processing permits.

6.1.7 Holiday Restrictions - An annual listing of State holidays in which the Hauling Permit
Section is closed and, in some instances, hauling restrictions apply. Where applicable
the hauling restriction will display in the Special Provision portion of the Hauling Permit.

6.1.8 Bridge Restrictions — A link to a bridge restrictions map which includes information on
load postings, traffic signals, and sign data that can be used to assist with routing.

6.1.9 Permanent Route Restrictions - A listing of routes that the DelDOT Chief Traffic
Engineer deems as not suitable for permitted loads.

6.1.10 Temporary Route Restrictions - A listing of routes that DelDOT Engineers have
identified to have physical constraints that prevent movement of permitted loads.

6.1.11 DSP Escort Information — A link that contact and additional information when required
to provided a Delaware State Police escort.

6.1.12 Forms - A link that provided several forms used to support the permit process.

6.1.13 Contact Us - A listing of telephone and fax numbers and email addresses of DelDOT
or other state agencies involved with the permitting process.

6.2 TOOLS group of links. The TOOLS group of links is a listing of distinctive system functions
based on type of “User’. Described below are links that are common to ALL ‘Users’.

6.2.1 Main - This link will display the Main screen where the ‘User’ can start and end the
online session. If there are permits in a PENDING Status (refer to paragraph 15.
Determining the status of your permit.) they will be listed on the Main screen.
Additionally, permits in an APPROVED or MODAPPROVED status will remain listed on
the Main screen until they are purchased. Permits that have not been purchased or are
in a HOLD or REJECTED status will be purged from the system after 30 days.

6.2.2 Auto Permit Search — This link allows the ‘User’ to display a list of the last 30 permits in
10 permit increments.

6.2.2.1 When the Auto Permit Search function is selected a screen will display up to the
last 30 permits in descending Effective Date order. If more than 10 permits are
in the account history additional permits may be viewed by setting the Quantity
radio button and ‘clicking’ on the Permit Search button. The next 10 permit will
display and so on for the remaining 21st - 301" permit.

6.2.2.2 From this screen the User can perform functions such as View Permit, Modify a
permit that has not been purchased and more importantly Duplicate a previously
submitted permit.

6.2.3 Permits - This function allows the ‘User’ to perform Search functions for existing
permits by entering a Search Criteria such as Permit Number, Status or Load
Code. The Auto Permit Search function more or less made this function
obsolete unless you are searching for permits beyond the last 30.

6.2.4 Change Password - This link allows the ‘User’ to change their current password.
Specific instructions for changing password are listed under the function box. If a
current Password fails or is forgotten by the Company Operator or Service
Operator the Company Admin or Service Admin can reset to the ‘User’ name
which will result in Password being reset to the Username in lower case. The
Operator will then be directed to change Password upon login with Reset
Password. Reminder: Only the Password is case sensitive.

If a current Password fails or is forgotten by the Company Admin or Service Admin the Hauling Permits

Section staff must reset to the Username which will result in Password being reset to the ‘User’ name in
lower case. The Admin will then be directed to change password .

The ‘User’ Main (menu) screen.

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Upon successful login the applicable ‘User’ Main (menu) screen will display a group of TOOLS function
links relating to the ‘User’_security level and role of ‘User’ (Private Company or Permit Service) and a
group of INFORMATION function links that display on ALL ‘User’ screens.

NOTE: Only the Admin (Administrator) has links to view Company Info, Account Info, Users,
Transactions and Reports.

6.3. TOOLS group function links common to the account Administrators - Company Admin
and Service Admin.

6.3.1 Company Info - ‘Clicking’ on this link will display the View Company Info screen that
will display administrative information specific to the Company. This information, which
is stored in the data base, will populate the applicable blocks on the final printed
permit. Additionally, ‘Users’ and Fund Account information associated with the
Company will display. NOTE: For Permit Services this screen is used only for
verification of Company Information with DelDOT. Services will NEVER use their
assigned Customer Code to process permits for third party customers.

‘Clicking’ on View in the View column of the Latest Account Transactions box will display a screen
providing specific information regarding the transaction.



6.3.3 ‘Users’ — There are two (2) categories of ‘Users’ - Administrators and Operators.

6.3.3.1 Administrators (Company Admin and Service Admin) can perform all
functions associated with the OSOW Permit System. Normally there will be one
(1) Administrator created per account. Additional Administrator must be

justified.

6.3.3.2 The Hauling Permit Section OSOW System Administrator will create and
maintain the Company Admin and Service Admin ‘Users’.

6.3.3.3 To request changes to data associated with the Administrator complete and
forward HP Form 3 (Request to Change Company/Service Administrator)) the
DelDOT Hauling Section via email (Haulpermit@Delaware.gov).

6.3.3.4 An initial function that the Administrator may desire is that of creating
additional ‘User’(s) (Operators) to assist in processing permits.

6.3.3.4.1 The Administrator can view the current list of ‘Users’ by displaying the
Company Info screen. Also from this screen the Administrator can
view and edit Operator ‘User’ information. By ‘clicking’ on the ‘Users’
link the Administrator can also Search the system to determine if
Operators have been created.

6.3.3.4.2 The Administrator can create Operators by ‘clicking’ on the ‘Users’
link and displaying the ‘Users’ screen.

6.3.3.4.3 Operator (Company Operator and Service Operator) functions are
limited to processing permits and do not have security access to
Company or Account information.

Administrators can Search, Create, Modify and Delete Operators.
6.3.4 Transactions — ‘Clicking’ on this link will take you to the Transactions screen where a

search of transaction types or permits can be performed to view the details of the
transaction.

6.4 TOOLS group function link unique to Service Admin and Service Operators.

Customers - This function is used by the Permit Service ‘User’ to locate (search function) or
create a new Customer in the OSOW Permit System.

NOTE: Permit Services should never use the assigned Permit Service Customer Code to
enter a permit for a third party customer

TO PREVENT DUPLICATION, A THROUGH SEARCH OF THE SYSTEM SHOULD BE
PERFORMED TO DETERMINE THAT CUSTOMER DOES NOT RESIDE IN THE SYSTEM.

Customer Search function was enhanced to identify customer association with like data such
as Address, City, State, ZIP, and Telephone Number etc. Failure to perform the Search
function could result in multiple Customer Codes for the same customer.

Permit Services have the ability to edit Customer data and update data fields (except
Company Name). This function again will prevent duplication of Customer Codes in the
system.

NOTE: A warning message will display when the View function button is ‘clicked’ for a
Customer with a Fund Account. Customers with their own account must edit their own
Company data.

If this is a new account a New Permit must be created. Subsequent permits can be created by
duplicating an existing one.

If this is an established account ‘click’ on Auto Permit Search link and a list of permits will display at
which time any permit in list can be duplicated.

Data fields applicable to the selected Load Code (see paragraph 7.2. Enter Load Code and
ATTACHMENT 3 LOAD CODES) will display when entering either a new permit or duplicating an existing

permit. The difference will be that the duplicated permit data fields will populate with data from the
existing permit and will only require making changes to create the new permit.

These
vehicles will be entered as Load Code 1 with overweight axle data noted in the
individual axle data fields.

A load that is over legal weight: 2 axles = 40K Ibs.; 3 axles = 65K Ibs.; 4 axles =
73280 Ibs.; 5 or more axles = 80K Ibs. (NOTE: GVW over 120000 Ibs should
be entered as Load Code 3).

Direction of travel will be indicated by the order
of states listed, i.e. When moving from NJ to DE the entry will be NJ/DE LINE indicating move is made
entering Delaware from an adjacent state in this case New Jersey..

When exiting the State of Delaware, end Route string with DE/MD LINE, DE/PA LINE, or DE/NJ LINE
indicating state line being crossed and direction of travel.

7.10.1.1 After Hour Envelope Vehicle Move. A vehicle/load not exceeding 75 feet in
Length, 12 feet in Width, 14 feet 6 inches in Height, and GVW of 120,000
Ibs. may in addition to normal sunrise to sunset movement be authorized, with
prior approval, to move 9pm to 5am Monday through Friday prior to the
Expiration Date of permit.

When requesting this type of After Hour move set the After Hour Envelope
Vehicle Move [ ] and enter Request Envelope Vehicle Night Move in the
Comments data field.

7.10.1.2 After Hour Move Other. When requesting After Hour Move (Night Move) for
vehicle/load exceeding dimensions or weight in 7.10.1.1 above set the After
Hour Move (Other) [_] and enter the following SPECIFIC ITEMS in the in
Comments data field:

1. JUSTIFICATION (explain why move is necessary)

2. DATE OF MOVE or DATES OF MOVE (if inclusive times of move involves
more than one day)

3. INCLUSIVE TIMES OF MOVE in DELAWARE (Start time at Point of Origin
in DE or State Line and End time at Destination in DE or at State Line)

7.10.2 Lowboy Trailer. Confirm the use of a semi-trailer with two drops in deck height: one right
after the gooseneck and one right before the wheels.
7.11 SECTION IV — USING THE COMMENTS DATA FIELD

This data field is used to provide an electronic means of communication between the ‘User’
and DelDOT Agents.

Comment(s) can be entered to explain or amplify a data field entry to the reviewing DelDOT
Agent.

Comments are mandatory for certain action such as requesting After Hour moves, placing
permit in Hold status and Rejecting a permit.

Comments will normally be used by the reviewing Permit Agent to identify errors in the permit
application after the automated system has entered it in the database. In most cases errors
will be listed by data field and making reference to corrective action to be taken.

NOTE: Comments will not display on the final printed permit, therefore, data field entries will
not be entered in the Comments section.

7.12 Submit Permit Application.

When all required information is entered on the screen, 'click' the Submit button.
One of two actions will occur:

A Permit Created Successfully screen will display indicating the Permit Number and current
status in addition to the Customer Code/Name.

BRIDGE. In this status the permit will undergo a manual or automated bridge
analysis by Bridge Engineers to verify or fail movement over the state’s
infrastructure. Also subject to Bridge review are vehicles with an individual axle
at or over 25000 Ibs. This weight is subject to change as determined by Bridge
Management Engineers.

If the customer requests movement after normal operating hours, Monday thru
Friday sunrise to sunset, the status will change to PENDING TRAFFIC. In this
status the permit will undergo a manual or automated review by Engineers in the
Traffic Department. Permits may also be placed in this status upon the
determination of the Permit Agent for extreme oversize or complex moves.

When permit has been approved from one or more of above statuses a ‘User’
may view and purchase permit or modify and resubmit to system for approval of
changed data fields.

A permit will be in this status if the reviewing Agent (Permit, Bridge, Signal or
Traffic) has Modified and Approved the permit. Modified data field will display in
red.

After purchase by the ‘User’ the permit will change to a Validated status.

If a permit has been modified after purchase (Validated) by a Permit Agent it will

be in an amended state until the reviewing Agent Approves it. ‘User’ will not see
this interim status. See paragraph 13. Amending a Validated permit. below for
acceptable justification to request an amended permit.

If the reviewing Agent Approves the post Validated permit it will go to a
Reapproved status waiting for the ‘User’ to review and repurchase and reprint the
permit. Original fee will be voided and new fee applied to the Reapproved permit
and will be reflected on the Customer Transaction Report.

A permit will be put in HOLD status when the reviewing Agent (Permit, Bridge,
Signal or Traffic) has questions regarding the permit or errors are present in
identified data fields. The Agent will enter Comments explaining why the permit
was placed on HOLD. The customer upon viewing the permit can ‘click’ the Off



Hold function button, modify the permit and resubmit. The ‘User’ may also place
permit on hold for any reason, i.e. load is not ready to move.

REJECTED Permits can be rejected by any ‘User’ prior to Validation. ‘User’ can reject the
selected permit by entering a Comment and 'clicking' on the ‘Reject’ button. A
permit will stay in the rejected status for 30 days before it is purged from the
system. No further action can be taken to a permit in a Rejected status other
than Duplicate.

9.0 Purchasing the permit.

The OSOW Permit System forces a review of the permit before the purchase function can be performed.
This ensures you agree with data entered by the ‘User’ or as modified by a DelDOT Agent. If permit, as
displayed, is acceptable, you can ‘click’ on the Purchase button. Once the permit is purchased, no
refunds are available.

When the permit appears as status APPROVED, MODAPPROVED, or REAPPROVED in the list of
permits on the Main screen or as a result of a Search the permit may be Purchased. A purchased permit
is place in a VALIDATED status.

A VALDIADTED permit can only be amended for reasons stated in paragraph 13. Amending a
Validated permit., therefore, a decision should be made when to purchase the permit. An approved
permit will remain dormant for 30 days during which it can be recalled and Modified and resubmitted for
review and approval of new information.

If you ‘click' on the ‘Modify Permit’ button after selecting a permit from the list of search results,
you will be presented with a screen that displays all of the information associated with the permit.

When you 'click’
on the ‘Submit’ button, the application will verify that the business rules have passed and it will

save the modified permit. Depending on the fields that were changed, the status of the permit will
be changed to ‘Pending Route’, ‘Pending Bridge’, or ‘Pending After Hours'.

13.0 Amending a Validated permit.

conditions or other natural causes as determined by DelDOT Highway Officials.

14.0 Maintaining a Fund Account.
