DE SHPO files suggest that this property is the T. Vandever House; however, a title search of the property indicates that
Thomas Vandever did not own this property but rather the adjacent property on the west. Michael Kane purchased the
subject parcel in 1859 and constructed a stone house on the property; census records indicate that he was living here with his
family in 1860. A frame wing was added to the east elevation of the dwelling, probably during the late nineteenth century.

In 1940, the house was acquired by Alfred V. and Marcella Miller du Pont, and the property was assimilated into their
neighboring estate. A semi-detached dwelling, referred to herein as the gatehouse, was constructed nearby and prior to 1960.
By 1978, the Michael Kane House was no longer occupied, and the original stone section collapsed sometime after 1982. The
existing frame wing was substantially reconstructed by the present owner; according to the estate’s property manager, the
building covers a well on the property.
