The Phase I cultural resource survey of the Early Action 

Segment of the u.S. 13 Relief Route, which covers 17.0 miles of 

proposed right-of-way between Dover and Smyrna, Delaware, was 

conducted between May and December, 1987. A total of 55 

prehistoric (dating from 6500 B.C. to A.D. 1600) and historic 

(dating from the 1770s to the 1940s) archaeological sites were 

recorded during the survey. Site location analysis confirms the 

predictive model used in earlier Route 13 studies. 
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
