The property located at 2936 Fannington Road is composed of an early-twentieth-century 
dwelling and six sheds and outbuildings dating from the second quarter to the late 
twentieth century. The parcel is located amidst some residential development, and there is 
fannland across the road. 

A gravel driveway heads east from Fannington Road along the north side of the dwelling. 
There is also a garage, a goat barn, and three frame buildings which include two storage 
sheds and a poultry house. The dwelling continues under residential use and the 
outbuildings are either used for storage purposes or to house farnl animals. The lawn is 
planted with grass and dotted by mature deciduous trees and some shrubbery. 

Dwelling. The house (ca. 1900) is a two-and-one-half story, L-plan dwelling that features 
a cross gable with a projecting four-sided bay at the fayade (west elevation) and a 
projecting three-sided bay at the north gable end. The cross gable, projecting bays, and 
some of the architectural detailing suggest the building was constructed in the Queen 
Arne style. A one-story linear addition was added to the south elevation in the late 
twentieth century. 

The frame walls of the main block are clad in horizontal vinyl siding. The materials that 
make up the foundation are not visible at the exterior. The roof is covered in asphalt 
shingles and is pierced by two parged chimneys with corbelled chimney caps. 

The main entrance to the dwelling is located in the second bay of the fayade and is 
sheltered by a one-story porch which wraps around the protruding bay of this elevation. 
The porch is supported by slender classical columns common to the Queen Allie style. 
Most of the fenestration in the original block is one-over-one, double-hung, wooden sash 
windows. The gables of the projecting bays gables feature Queen Arne detailing in the 
fonn of arched and pointed windows and a sawtooth border beneath the eaves. 

A small one-story, shed roofed mud porch is attached to the north elevation of the rear 
ell. The addition is accessed via an entry in the east elevation which leads into the 
dwelling from a concrete patio. A sign above the rear entrance reads "EGGS," suggesting 
the eggs of the chickens kept on the property are sold. 

The late-twentieth-century, one-story, side-gable addition to the south elevation of the 
dwelling house rests on a concrete foundation and is clad in vinyl siding. The addition is 
accessed via an entrance in the east elevation. The windows in the addition are one-over­
one, double-hung vinyl sash. 

Pump House. A ca. ]960, small, gable-front, concrete block rectilinear pump house is 
located near the northeast corner of the dwelling. The gable ends of the side gable 
structure are covered in plywood, while the roofis clad in metal. 



Garage. A late-twentieth-century, frame garage with two overhead garage door openings 
at the north elevation is located east of the dwelling. The garage is clad in metal 
sheathing at the walls and the side gable roof and rests on a concrete pad. It appears that 
the garage is currently used for storage purposes. 

Goat Barn. A late-twentieth-century, one-story, shed roof goat bam whose walls are clad 
in plywood and particle board siding and that rests on a concrete block foundation is 
located southeast of the dwelling. Bands of windows at the south elevation provide 
maximum light and ventilation to the inside. Entry into the goat bam is via openings at 
the east, south, and north elevations, as well as several latched doors in the north 
elevation, which provided easy access to the goat pens. The stalls are currently inhabited 
by goats. 

Shed No.1. The northernmost of the three sheds that are located east of the garage and 
goat bam is a circa-I 940, one-story, shed-roofed frame structure that is nearly square in 
shape. The roof and walls are clad in metal sheathing. The eaves feature exposed rafter 
tails. Entry to the building is through a wooden door in the west elevation. The east 
elevation has a window opening to provide light into the structure. The structure is used 
for storage purposes. 

Shed No.2. A one-story frame shed (ca. 1920) clad in vertical board siding that has been 
painted white is located east of the garage and south of shed no. 1 along the gravel 
driveway. The roof is clad in corrugated metal sheathing. The structure rests on concrete 
blocks. The gable front structure faces west toward the driveway and is pierced by a 
wooden door opening at the fayade. The fonner door opening at the east elevation and the 
window opening at the north elevation have been covered over with plywood. A window 
opening remains at the south elevation. The shed currently appears to serve as storage 
space. 

Poultry House. A one-story frame shed/poultry house (ca. 1980) is located south of shed 
no. 2 and north of the goat bam. The walls of the shed, which appears to be used for 
storage purposes, are clad in particle board siding. The shed features two windows and a 
paired door at the fayade. A chicken pen is attached to the south wall of the shed. The 
addition is covered in corrugated metal at the walls and roof. This addition serves as a 
shelter and roosting place for the chickens. The west wall of the addition remains open to 
provide easy access to the chickens from the adjacent fenced yard. 

Summary of Property History. At an unknown date, Margaret C. Baker "and others" 
sold the property to Nicholas Fletcher Price for an unknown amount. On November 27, 
1925, Nicholas Fletcher Price conveyed the property, containing 20.0 acres, along 
" ...with the fann ... and buildings thereon erected" to Joseph A. Masten (Kent County 
Deed Books [KCDB] TI2:250). On February 6, 1929 Joseph A. Masten sold the 
property, containing 20.0 acres, along " ...with the buildings thereon erected" to Phileman 
C. and Della M. Harrington for $3,500 (KCDB P13:88). On January 2, 1944, Phileman 
C. and Della M. Harrington sold the property, containing 20.0 acres, along" ...with the 
farm ...and buildings thereon erected" to Alvin Wellington and Helen Mae Melvin for 



$3,500 (KCDB Q16:205). On January 1, 1973, Alvin Wellington and Helen Mac Melvin 
sold the property, containing 7.21 acres, along " ... with the improvements thereon 
erected" to Leo D. and Carolyn S. Minson for $20,000 (KCDB G28:329). On October 24, 
1984, Leo D. and Carolyn S. Minson sold the property, containing 2.0 acres, " ... with the 
improvements thereon erected" to James Jr. and Frances L. Mancini for $62,900 (KCDB 
X39:277). On August 28, 2002, James Mancini Jr. conveyed the property, containing 2.0 
acres, to Darrin R. Simpson (KCDB D494: 182). 
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
