I respectfully submit herewith a report of the activi-
ties of the Motor Vehicle Division of the State Highway
Department for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1951.

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The Motor Vehicle Division respectfully directs your
attention to the many improvements made in the system
during the past year.

Our latest addition to the system is the “Scotchliting”
of the stainless steel figures on the plates. We have received
many inquiries from other States and foreign territories
about our “Scotchlite” plates. These figures are very easy
to read at night and also act as a safety device as they at-
tract attention many feet from the car.

It is interesting to note that the State of Delaware,
using permanent registration plates and inserts, have saved
many tons of steel during the present emergency period
when this steel is so badly needed for our country’s defense.

There were seventeen bills and amendments, of vital
importance to this Division, passed by the 1951 General As-
sembly and approved by the Governor. Three of these are
of outstanding importance:

1. All operators and chauffeurs licenses are now is-
sued on the birth date of the applicant, for a two-year
period, at a cost of $2.50. This eliminates the May 31st
rush as has happened in the past, and now there are new
applicants every day in the year which gives the License
Bureau a chance to review and estimate whether or not that
person has a right to continue to hold Delaware driver’s
license. We feel this will help us in our Driver Improve-
ment program. This law becomes effective January 1, 1952.

2. This is the Safety Responsibility Law which pro-
vides for the proof of Financial Responsibility in case of an
automobile accident involving a loss of $100.00 or more.
This act of legislature is to protect everyone in Delaware
against financially irresponsible owners and operators of
motor vehicles who become involved in accidents. It also
promotes street and highway safety by facilitating the
State ability to remove habitual accident causers from be-
hind the wheel. Enforcement begins automatically on Jan-
uary 1, 1952.

3. This third amendment provides for the transfer of
registration plates and number plates. In the past many
car owners wished to retain their tag which was done by
securing an out-of-State title which automatically “killed”
that tag number in Delaware. Afterward they would pur-
chase a new car and were permitted to retain the same tag.
By this old system the State of Delaware lost many thou-
sands of dollars to our neighboring States. The new law
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gives the owner the privilege of retaining his tag by pay-
ing the $5.00 fee which will benefit the State financially and
please many of our registrants.

The inspection of motor vehicles has been an outstand-
ing program since 1929 and has continued to improve. This
system, as used in our State, we feel, is the most practical
system for the protection of the people and their vehicles.
Many people buy cars in other States but will not complete
the deal until they are sure it will pass the Delaware safety
inspection.

The National Safety Council awarded the State of Del-
aware a plastic glass shield, mounted on a square oak
plaque, for having had less than 4% of its accidents due to
defective automobiles. This plaque was accepted by Gov-
ernor Carvel in one of the largest Delaware Safety Council
meetings of the year. The meeting was held at Wilmington,
Delaware on September 20, 1952 and all adjoining States
were invited to this outstanding Safety Council luncheon.

DRIVER IMPROVEMENT REPORT

The healthy development of motor transportation, to
which our economy and security are so closely geared, de-
pends to a large degree on gsound administration of the
motor vehicle and driver licensing laws. No other branch
of government affect the daily lives and welfare of so many
citizens. Hence it would seem axiomatic that in any com-
prehensive program to improve the structure and operation
of state government, this subject should have a promi-
nent place.

The main purpose of licensing is to grant the privilege
of driving only to those who (1) are physically capable of
safe driving, (2) possess knowledge of the rules of the road,
and (3) have proper attitudes.

It has often been said that in the long run, and for
money expended, no other activity in a State has such an
effect on preventing traffic accidents as a well administered
and soundly developed driver license law,

In line with this the Driver Licensing Division of the
Motor Vehicle Department during the past year has started
a complete revision of this Division. Four new telebinocular
machines, for testing the visual acuity of all persons making
application for driver’s license, were purchased and placed
in operation throughout the State. The Chief Examiner at-
tended a three weeks In-Service Training Course at North-
western University, Evanston, Illinois where he was in-
structed in the latest techniques on administering driver
licensing procedures. The Division also is taking advantage
of special educational courses offered by Northeastern Uni-
versity at Boston, Massachusetts, where the first driver
licenze examiner from Delaware attended a two weeks
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course. These two members will act as instructors at the
In-Service Training School which all examiners will be re-
quired to attend High standards of examinations are gen-
erally reflected in better state safety record and reductlon
of economic losses. The Driver Licensing Division is aim-
ing toward that goal.
