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From the first settlement on Delaware soil in
1631, the Nation’s second smallest state has plaved
a mansize role in the progress of the United States.
From Wilmington, the “Chemical Capital of the
World,” to southern Delawsare, the heart of the
Nafion’s broiler industry, the state reflects the
past, present, and future of a growing nation,

Delaware’s history has been marked by indus-
trious businessmen. The state’s first settlers, who
landed near Lewes in 1631, represented a Dutch
trading company hoping to take advantage of the
riches in the New World. Unfortunately, the little
colony had a fatal disagreement with neighboring
Indians less than a vear later. The Brandywine
River in northern Delaware was the site of suc-
cessful flour, paper, textile, powder, and leather
raills in the 18th and 19th centuries. Many of
these have since grown into vital businesses, To-
day, Delaware’s inventive, progressive industries
thrive In a state constantly attuned to the needs
of the future, Such internationally known com-
panies as DuPont, Atlas, Hercules, Chrysler, Gen-
eral Motors, General Foods, National Cash Regis-
ter, Getty Oil and Litton are a part of the state’s
industrial complex,

Agriculture is also one of Delaware’s most im-
portant industries. In addition to dairy products
and truck crops, the state is famous for its Del-
marvalous chickens, Sussex County, with approxi-
mately 110 million broilers per year, is the leading
broiler producing county in the nation.

Delawareans are equally proud of their distin-
guished heritage. Swedish colonists, under Peter
Minuit, established the first permanent settlement
in 1638 on a site now a part of Wilmington. The
Dutch founded New Castle shortly thereafter and
the state was under Dutch or Swedish rule until
the Brifish took possession. In 1681, the state was
deeded to William Penn who, in 1682, first landed
in America at New Castle,

Delaware became “The First State” when, on
December 7, 1787, it became the first of the orig-
inal colonies to ratify the Constitution. Delaware
statesmen have long played a vital role in the prog-
ress of the United States. George Washingion and
Lafayeite are among the colorful historic figures
who frequently visited the state,

Delaware is the second smallest state with an
area of 2,087 square miles and the fifth smallest
in population with 446,292 people (1960 census).
However, Delaware boasts one of the highest per
capita incomes in the nation. The state colors are
colonial blue and buff; state flower, the peach
blossom; state tree, the American holly; and state
bird, the Blue hen chicken. The state is named
after Lord De La Ware, an early governor of Vir-
ginia.

As you travel through Delaware, we hope vou
will enjoy our fine recreational areas and historic
sites. The many wonders of Delaware are truly
worth discovering.
