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4.1 Archaeological Resources 

No documented archaeological resources exist within the recommended project APE. In general, 

the recommended project APE contains low potential for prehistoric and historic archaeological 

resources. The construction of buried utilities, street paving and widening, and recent building 

construction in the last half of the twentieth century have impacted the subsurface integrity of the 

project corridor (Photograph 4). By 1923, a segment of four-inch-diameter water main was 

constructed under and fire hydrants were connected above Mulberry Street from Magnolia Street 

to south of Clifton Street (Figure 6). The Mulberry Street water main eventually tied into water 

lines under Clifton Street, Tilney Street, Lavinia Street, Broad Street, and both east and west 

sides of Magnolia Street by 1960 (Figure 8). The extension of buried utilities under Mulberry 

Street to S.R. 0016 during the last quarter of the twentieth century disturbed the northern portion 

of the recommended project APE as well, as evidenced during the fieldview (Photograph 4). 

The construction of buried utilities under Mulberry Street and later connections to the 

intersecting streets would have disturbed the ground with major construction activities, 

disturbing any potential archaeological remains. 

In addition, several sections of concrete sidewalk are found in the recommended project APE 

along Mulberry Street from Magnolia Street to the intersection of Tilney Street and Lavinia 

Street (Photograph 5). The proposed sidewalk construction will tie into this existing sidewalk 

network. The construction of the existing sidewalk, much like the existing water main, has likely 

.destroyed any archaeological deposits in the sidewalk footprint. Any intact archaeological 

remains associated with the mid-nineteenth- to mid-twentieth-century structures would be found 

in the backyard deposits (privies, outbuildings) outside of the recommended project APE. No 

further archaeological work is recommended. 

The area of the Hazzard Farm contains low potential for historic archaeological resources as 

well. Based on the fieldview of the recommended project APE and the historic maps ofthe area, 

the location of the Hazzard Farm is closely associated with the development of the Shipbuilders 

Village townhouse community.

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Currently, the area fronting the recommended Mulberry Street project APE consists of a large 

open lot divided by the entrance to the development. Historic maps do not indicate the presence 

of any structures related to the Hazzard Farm in the recommended project APE, and the main 

house is set well outside of the proposed improvements (Figure 4). While the intact nature of the 

landscape in the recommended project APE might contain scattered artifacts associated with 

domestic occupation of the Hazzard household, it is unlikely that small outbuildings or sheds 

were placed in close proximity to Mulberry Street. More often, outbuildings, sheds, and privies 

were placed to the side or behind the main household so as not to block the view of the main 

house from the road. As a result, potential archaeological remains associated with the Hazzard 

Farm would be found in the proximity of the household, not adjacent to Mulberry Street and the 

recommended project APE. 

4.2 Architectural Resources 

Historic structures from the mid-twentieth century currently stand within the recommended 

project APE. These structures represent mid-nineteenth century frame dwellings typical for the 

residential expansion surrounding the downtown commercial center of Milton. The majority of 

these historic structures are found between Clifton Street and Magnolia Street in the southern 

portion of the proposed project APE (Photograph 6). Three contributing structures to the Milton 

Historic District (S-1110), the c.c. Davidson House (S-1l10.155), a dwelling at 128 Broad 

Street (S-1l10.121), and a dwelling at 127 Broad Street (S-1l10.122) are found in the 

recommended project APE as well (Figure 9). The three structures within the Milton Historic 

District, as well as the structures located along the recommended project APE, have been 

.surveyed as part of the Milton Historic District nomination form (National Register Nomination 

Form 1982). Based on the proximity of the Milton Historic District to the recommended project 

APE and the numerous mid-nineteenth-century structures, the southern portion of recommended 

project APE contains sensitive historic architectural resources. 

Conversely, the northern portion of the recommended project APE reflects construction activities 

in the last half of the twentieth century, and contains low sensitivity for historic architectural 

resources of significant merit.

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Residential development from the last quarter of the nineteenth century has filled in the open lots 

along the recommended project APE previously used for agriculture endeavors. Aluminum and 

vinyl siding, replacement windows, and other exterior changes comprise the structure facades. 

The intersection of Mulberry Street and S.R. 0016 exhibits modem restaurants and commercial 

businesses, as well as streetlights, road signs, and other visual impacts, altering the historic 

viewshed of the crossroads. The north side of S.R. 0016 at the intersection of Mulberry Street 

does contain one late-nineteenth-century frame dwelling. However, this frame dwelling is 

located outside of the recommended project APE and will not be impacted by the proposed 

improvements. 

The proposed drainage and sidewalk improvements will not alter the historic character of the 

neighborhood, nor affect the integrity of the structures adjacent to the recommended project 

APE. Despite the presence of historically significant structures, modem disturbances, such as 

road signs, sidewalks, buried utilities and overhead utility lines are found throughout the 

recommended project APE. These modem impacts have altered the historic viewshed of the 

recommended project APE. In addition, the proposed improvements are restricted to the existing 

right-of-way and will not extend beyond those impacts into any structures. 
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
