Option 3 will likely be retained for detailed study during the next phase of the study, even
though it will not result in a limited access roadway

Ellendale Working Group Summary of Comments - On-alignment:

At Staytonville Road, alignment makes better use of existing right-of-way - may just close
road during construction

Improve Old State Road BEFORE the improvements are made to US 113
